How to update HMI system setting by using

USB drive or SD card?

System Setting Editor allows updating HMI system settings by using USB drive

or SD card. The feature is available for HMI OS version 20131106 or later. The

supported models are: eMT3000, MT8000iE, MT8000XE, and mTV. The

following explains how to get HMI data by using EasySystemSetting tool, and

then save the HMI data and the project to USB drive or SD card.

Step 1. On EasyBuilder Pro toolbar click [Tools] » [Build Data for USB Disk or

SD Card Download] » [System Settings]. Or, directly run

EasySystemSettings.exe under EasyBuilder Pro installation directory.
